Public Presentments

Mrs. Wingate reported on recent contact between the College and the FoB concerning the student parking at Waters Green. Col. Sweet reported that he had made a presentment to the NPA on the issue as the grazing is being damaged.

Mr. Broomfield enquired whether there is news on whether the Mill Lane houses comply with the plans, flooding in Brookley Road between the Foresters and Streets, and news on the Lyndhurst bypass.

Col. Sweet stated that the new Lymington ferries will bring increased HGV road traffic through the National Park.

Mr. and Mrs. Wicks followed up their recent letter in the Lymington Times with a presentment in response to Mr. Purkess' reply, also in the Lymington Times. They suggested that a bridge be built over the watersplash to alleviate the problems in times of flood.

Matters Arising:

i)
The Chairman reported that he has received a reply from the NPA following his presentment on cycling. The route for the national network between Hythe and Christchurch is via Mill Lane and we hope to be able to meet officers from HCC and the NPA to discuss using Balmer Lawn Road instead. This would improve the A337 for all cyclists, not just visitors. Action: Clerk.

We have received a disappointing reply from the CAA in response to our letter concerning the re-routing of aircraft over the Forest. Copies are being sent to many interested parties. A review will take place after a year.

Reports
Dr. Lockwood gave a report of the recent meeting held with Bournemouth Airport at which their representatives had been very open and frank. They have a Web Trak facility on their website which allows tracking of individual aircraft after 24 hours. They have offered to put noise monitoring equipment in a garden in the village and we will take them up on this. Action: Clerk.
Mr. Taylor reported on three planning committee meetings and on the NPA committee today. A separate meeting was held to discuss the College and New Park applications. The New Park plans were approved by the NPA today, despite new information about the existing route. The public inquiry into the Scout Hut will run to a second day on 29th April.

Mr. Wingham requested ratification of the recommendations of the P&R committee regarding grant aid, contribution towards the watersplash improvement, change of insurance provider, the publication of the Directory and a publicity leaflet, increase in charges for the churchyard and the salary reviews. All these items were proposed, seconded and agreed unanimously. Action: Clerk.
Mr. Korbey gave a written report of a recent Consultative Panel meeting at which the changes to the air corridor and a new local radio station were discussed.

The Chairman reported on a meeting of the New Forest HAT at Lyndhurst today. We made our request for a 30 mph limit on the A337 at Tile Barn and Hollands Wood. We need to show the level of support within the community in order to raise the priority. The Rhinefield Road footpath is first reserve for this year so should be on the list for next year.

The Chairman attended a meeting about station parking last week at which it was agreed that the DC will contact the College to ask them to carry out a survey. The Community Rail Partnership held a meeting yesterday which we were unable to attend. This year is the 150th Anniversary of the opening of the line.

Regarding Mr. and Mrs. Wicks' letter on the traffic problems in Brookley Road, Mr. Purkess stated that he had written to the Lymington Times before he knew that the issue would be on the agenda for tonight. Mr. Wingham stated that a one-way system has been discussed many times over recent years but it is better to have what we have now. The turning of the lorries is not helped at present by the scaffolding in the car park approach road. Fewer large lorries are better than having many small delivery vans arriving continuously through the day.
