Public Presentments

Col. Sweet enquired when the ragwort pulling will begin as this is a very bad year for it. He suggests an earlier start in future years. He also wondered what progress there is on having our voice heard better by the planning authority.

Mr. Broomfield noted that there is a lot of ragwort in East Bank Road near the station and suggested that the white lines in Mill Lane should be re-aligned due to the new pavement. He asked that the drainage in Brookley Road near Streets should be looked at as it is not working as well as previously.

Thornber will take up the issue of Road Closure applications and ragwort. Mr. Wingham congratulated HCC on the new Sunday bus service recently introduced.

Mr. Korbey gave a report of the last Consultative Panel meeting at which issues discussed were access difficulties and introduction of new conservation areas.
