Matters Arising:

i)
The Chairman reported that he had made a presentment on cycle track provision to the NPA meeting on 24th January although a reply has not yet been received.

The Clerk reported on the presentation made to Mr. Glenton on his retirement. He was delighted with the book and bottle of wine and was very grateful for our appreciation.

The Belisha beacon is now working again.

iv)
Mr. Wingham asked Cllr. Thornber if there is any possibility of a sign to the village centre, showing the railway line, in the level crossing area.

v)
Mr. Taylor asked Cllr. Thornber if it is possible for further investigation to be carried out on the installation of an additional barrier at the zebra crossing.

County Councillor's Report

Councillor Thornber reported that the inspection on the housing in Mill Lane has been deferred and it was agreed that we should ask to be present when it is carried out. Action: Clerk.
Councillor Thornber explained the results from the SID in Sway Road last September. Northbound 85% of the traffic was travelling at 40 mph or less, and southbound 38 mph.

HCC is opposing the requirement to extract 2.63m tonnes of aggregate every year for twenty years and is hoping to reduce the figure to 1.9m. This would begin in 2014/15.

The Village 30 Project, with 20 mph outside schools, is continuing and in the meantime, the '20 is plenty' campaign is ongoing.

District Councillor's Report. In the absence of Mrs. Holding there was no report.

Reports
The Clerk gave a report on the Corporate Management Team meeting held on 16th January at which several topical issues were discussed; declarations of interest during public presentments, the introduction of E-Planning in April, and a review of the new road closure forms by NFDC. The delegates were invited to come to Brockenhurst for the meeting in July.

Mr. Taylor gave a report of the planning committee meeting on 22nd January at which he was elected Chairman. He also reported that the Waters Green garage site has now been approved. An extraordinary planning meeting is to be held on Monday 25th February to discuss the New Park and College applications as these are expected to attract a large number of members of the public. The Pennyfarthing signs will be taken up with the NPA, as will the steps at 39A Auckland Avenue.

Mr. Oram reported on the Amenities Committee on 5th February, at which it was agreed not to allow the use of photographs and toys on memorials. It was also agreed that Mr. Baker should take on the role of Gateman, as he is keen to do so, and that a frock coat and tie should be purchased. All of these items were ratified unanimously, having been proposed and seconded by Mr. Taylor and Mr. Purkess. We have had meetings with contractors for the drainage of the new area of the churchyard and are awaiting their quotes.

Mr. Whittle reported on the planning training seminar which he, the Chairman and Mr. Taylor recently attended. It had been very useful and informative. Mr. Wingham is to attend the next one in April.

BVT - Change of PC Director 

Mr. Burks is having to resign as one of our Trust Directors due to pressure of work and Mr. Wingham is willing to succeed him. He was proposed by Dr. Lockwood, seconded by the Chairman and unanimously elected to represent the Council on the Trust. He will take office at the appropriate time and this ensures an easy handover. Our gratitude was expressed to Mr. Burks for all his work on our behalf.

Annual Parish Meeting

The draft agenda was circulated for discussion. It is very long and a different format may be adopted, with displays rather than reports for some items. More discussion will take place next month.

Correspondence
A consultation questionnaire on changes to the Code of Conduct was recently completed by the Chairman and Clerk due to the deadline.

The Playgroup have sent us their ideas for items to be included in a new playground. Community fund-raising should be considered.

The Standards Board Chairman has replied to our letter and his reply has been circulated.

NFDC have offered to deploy a SID on Balmer Lawn Road and this was agreed.

NFDC have sent the population forecast for the village for this year.

Mr. Broadley has written concerning traffic problems in Tile Barn Lane. Various options were discussed including blocking the lane halfway down, closing one end or installing dragons teeth in a similar way to Emery Down, as well as making a no left turn in and no right turn out from the A337. It was agreed that we should ask Mr. Broadley to consult his neighbours to see what their views are. Action: Clerk.
