Public Presentments

Col. Sweet reported that the parking near the old Volvo garage is getting worse and that he is making a presentment at Verderers' Court tomorrow.

Mr. Hodges reported that one of the Belisha Beacons at the zebra crossing is not working and that he has reported it to HCC to no avail. He also reported that the PC website has not got some of the recent minutes on it and is not up to date.

Mr. Broomfield reported that the housing in Mill Lane seems very high and asked whether it is in accordance with the plans.

Minutes of the Meeting held 18th December 2007. These were proposed, seconded and signed as a correct record.

Matters Arising:

i)
The meeting with Bournemouth Airport has now been arranged for 27th February. Three councillors, the clerk  and a representative of the Friends of Brockenhurst will attend.

ii)
National Park meeting follow-up. We have written to Sway PC as they have also recently had a meeting with the NPA and will send a copy to the other PCs that were concerned.  The letter to the Standards Board has been prepared. The Chairman will address the Board meeting on 24th January concerning cycle tracks.

County Councillor's Report

Councillor Thornber requested more information on when the Belisha Beacon was reported, and said that he will check on the Mill Lane housing. He also requested more information on the recent incident at the crossing. Mr. Taylor reported the details and requested that the provision of barriers be investigated.

Cllr. Thornber reported that the Lyndhurst bypass report by the Select Committee should be available in March. There are two particular hotspots in the Forest, Lyndhurst and the railway bridge at Ampress. Cllr. Thornber noted that at the first meeting of Hampshire County Council in 1900 a bypass for Lyndhurst was discussed. Mr. Purkess suggested the investigation of the route from Picket Post to the A337 at Setley. It was noted that recent development along our coast has added to the level of traffic, and that Hampshire has had the most development in the country.

Mr. Korbey noted that cyclists are not always using the new track from Lyndhurst to Ashurst. This may be due to the rough surfacing causing punctures.

District Councillor's Report

Cllr. Holding reported that a planning application for more parking at the Fenwick Hospital was refused today. She also reported on the recent injury caused by a dog which had been collected by an NFDC dog warden. Cllr. Holding reported that a site visit is to be undertaken at Mill Lane to check several points at the end of January. The completion date is now expected to be June of this year.

Mr. Burks reported to Cllr. Holding that the dog waste bin at Culverley Green is sometimes overflowing.

Reports
The Chairman reported on a meeting with the Principal of Brockenhurst College which took place last evening. It was another very positive and helpful meeting. The re-development plans are to be submitted soon. They are holding a Community Sports Fair at the end of June. Students are to be encouraged to come to our meetings and make presentments, and to put reports in their newspaper. The parking at Waters Green was reported to the Principal. The summer use of the car park had not received a positive response from HCC and will be taken up again by Cllr. Thornber. The Road Safety Day is to be held again this September.

Mr. Taylor reported on the National Park planning meeting at which an application in New Forest Drive was discussed and passed.

Dr. Lockwood reported that the new mast at the Football Club is on a six-month temporary permission.

Mr. Korbey reported on a recent Consultative Panel meeting at which the Crown Lands Management Plan was discussed and comments are invited by 7th March. A talk was given on the work of the agisters and animal injuries are slightly reduced over the last ten years, despite an increase in vehicle numbers.

December meetings

As the last two December meetings have had a low turnout, there was a discussion on whether we should continue to hold one. It was felt that we should review the situation in November but that due to the fall of the calendar this year's meeting will be much earlier.

Greening Campaign
The FoE funding will finish at the end of March and the hard work of Mrs. Van der Meeren was acknowledged. If a greening committee were to be established the PC would lend its support with facilitation and encouragement, but not take the lead.

Annual Parish Meeting
Ideas for the APM were discussed and it was agreed that we will put a piece in the next newsletter asking for subjects for discussion. A safety theme has evolved this year with speakers so far organised being the First Responders, Community Safety Partnership, College Road Safety campaign and the Fire Service. We will also have a recycling officer speaking. Action: Clerk.

Correspondence
The plans for the watersplash improvements have now been received and it was agreed that we should display them at the APM for public comment.

CFNF have asked for nominations for their Unsung Heroes awards. We will nominate Mr. and Mrs. Chester for their work in re-establishing the Age Concern Day Centre. Action: Clerk.
Sway Road Neighbourhood Watch have written concerning the behaviour of students and this was discussed with the College Principal on Monday. The College are to respond direct.

A DVD explaining the Code of Conduct has been received from NFDC for circulation to councillors. The Clerk is attending a meeting tomorrow at which the Code will be discussed and will report back.

Mr. Purkess asked whether we could try again to get the road sign with the level crossing shown on it installed on the A337. Action: Clerk.
The Clerk reported that the top part of North Road has recently been cleared of undergrowth by the Probation Service.
