Public Presentments

Matters Arising:


i)
HCC Highways meeting 23rd July. The Chairman gave a full report of the meeting with the county officers at which Cllr. Thornber was present. In view of the accident last week it was timely that as a first step there would be a speed check survey. Subsequently a full safety review of Brookley Road might be needed. The Chairman is to attend a meeting tomorrow called by Access For All when it is hoped that the focus will be on cycle routes. The Clerk reported that the yellow lines at Waters Green would probably come to consultation before Christmas with a view to installation in the spring.

A copy of a petition organised by Mr. and Mrs. Wicks and addressed to the Chief Constable has been passed to us by the Beat Officer. It is helpful for the Parish Council to have the views of the residents. It was received in parallel with the Highways meeting.

Meeting with ACSO Paul Mooney and PCSO Sean Owens. The Clerk reported on a meeting on 28th July with both officers which was very helpful to both sides. We were able to pass on details of known times and places where problems have occured and were able to hear what the officers are able to do.

County Councillor's Report. In the absence of Cllr. Thornber there was no report.

District Councillor's Report. In the absence of Cllr. Holding there was no report.

7.
Reports:
Mr. Taylor gave a report of the last two planning committee meetings on 29th July and 26th August. We will ask the NPA for contact details for a weekend duty officer after the sudden demolition of the pair of semi-detached houses in Fathersfield over the Bank Holiday weekend. Action: Clerk. We have received a disappointing response to our letter to the Minister of State regarding Meadowbank and the issue will be discussed further at the next planning meeting.

Mr. Oram gave a report of the most recent Consultative Panel meeting at which the main issue was the National Park plan, particularly the effect of the horse-keeping and dog-walking proposals. Half the total of accessible recreational land in the South East is in the New Forest. Due to the adverse reaction to the proposals an explanatory leaflet has been produced. 

The Clerk gave a report of the Lyndhurst Traffic Management meeting held on 11th September. There is no single proposal for the Shrubbs Hill Road junction which stands out as the best as they all have adverse effects as well as benefits. Air quality improvement changes may be put in place in the narrow section by the traffic lights. The green filter use has been extended. A further meeting will take place at the end of January.

Brockenhurst Village Hall

Mr. Korbey reported that the stage will be in use by Christmas as a way has been found to bring it into use which would also allow further expansion in future if funding allows. The main hall has been plastered and painted and looks very nice. New committee members have recently joined.

Response to National Park Plan

An initial discussion meeting has taken place and a meeting with the other three Service Villages is to be arranged to produce a combined response. There is a worry that the villages will have what is not deemed fit for the rest of the National Park. The main issues are the proposals on the concept of the Service Villages, the social housing restrictions, horse-keeping and dog walking and retail reduction.

Approval of Road closure application for Remembrance Parade

The application for the Road Closure for Remembrance Day was proposed by Mr. Korbey, seconded by Mr. Burks and approved unanimously.

Newsletter Autumn edition

It was agreed that we will get a quote for production in colour for this issue. Action: Clerk.
