Mrs. Holding reported that eventually a refund of train fare had been obtained from SWT following the missed connection, with the help of our MP.

The District Council is introducing a new grant scheme with up to £5,000 available for projects in the village.

Reports
Mr. Taylor reported that at our last Planning Committee meeting he was re-elected as Chairman.

He also reported on this morning's Planning Committee meeting of the NPA. The application for five houses on Meadowbank in Sway Road was passed on the casting vote despite many letters and presentments of objection. It was generally felt that representation should be made to the NPA at the lack of priority given to the local view, particularly as there is no appeal system when permission is granted. The issue will be discussed at our next Planning meeting.

Mr. Oram gave a report of the recent Amenities Committee meeting. Extra hours were agreed for the groundsman to keep up with the mowing. Mr. Taylor commented on the excellent appearance of the churchyard compared to one he had seen recently.

The Chairman gave a report of a recent BVT liaison meeting at which our view that the Parish Council Office should be planned during the life of this council was given. We will pass on details of the size and facilities needed in time for the board meeting on 25th June. Action: Clerk/GT.
A Traffic Management meeting was held this afternoon with NFDC and HCC officers to discuss parking control measures mainly in Avenue Road/Auckland Place, Waters Green, Fathersfield and Horlock Road. The Avenue Road proposal would entail two half-hour no parking periods which would stop commuters parking there all day. Drawings will be produced and the consultation undertaken. A traffic count will be undertaken at Tile Barn Lane to ascertain the scale of the problem. An improvement is proposed regarding the lack of pavement opposite the Brock and Bruin in Brookley Road.

Mr. Purkess requested the updating of the signs at the bottom of Highwood Road and the Clerk reported that she has today seen the drawings of the new ones.
